2 Installation conditions

A WARNING

Fire hazard due to dampness!

If live parts or the mains lead become damp this may cause

short circuits.

» The appliance is designed for use in enclosed areas. Do
not operate the appliance outdoors or in areas where it is
exposed to splash water or damp conditions.

Intended use
- Install and use the appliance in indoor spaces only.

2.1 Location

A WARNING

Leaking coolant and oil!

Fire. The coolant contained in the appliance is eco-friendly,
but also flammable. The oil contained in the appliance
is flammable. Escaping coolant and oil can ignite if the
concentration is high enough and in contact with an
external heat source.

» Do not damage the pipelines of the coolant circuit and

the compressor.

- If the appliance is installed in a very humid environment,
condensation can build up on the outside of the unit.

Always ensure good airlow and ventilation in the installa-
tion location.

- The more refrigerant there is in the appliance, the larger
the space that it is installed in must be. If the space is
too small, any leak may create a flammable mixture of
gas and air. For every 8 g of refrigerant, the installation
space must be at least 1 m3 . Information regarding the
coolant can be found on the serial tag inside the appli-
ance.

2.1.1 Supporting floor

- The floor of the installation site must be horizontal and
even.

2.1.2 Positioning

- Do not install the appliance in direct sunlight or near
radiators or similar sources of heat.
- You can install the appliance directly next to an oven.

- If the appliance is installed directly next to an oven,
the energy consumption may increase slightly. This is
dependent on the service life and usage intensity of the
oven.

2.2 Mains connection

A WARNING

Danger of fire due to incorrect positioning!

If the mains cable or plug touches the back of the appli-

ance, the vibration can damage the mains cable or the plug

resulting in a short circuit.

» Make sure the mains cable is not trapped under the appli-
ance when you position the appliance.

» Stand the appliance so that it is not touched by connec-
tors or main cables.

» Do not connect any appliances to sockets in the area of
the back of the appliance.

» Do not place and operate multi-sockets/power distribu-
tors and other electronic devices (such as halogen trans-
formers) at the back of the appliances.

5.2 Unit door

- Adoor is required for the kitchen unit.

- The door must be at least 16 mm and no more than
19 mm thick.

- There must be a gap of at least 3 mm width between the
door and the cupboard door above (if present).

- The width of the unit door depends on the style of the
kitchen and the size of the gap between the door panels
of the cabinet. In general, a vertical gap of 3 mm should
be left between the unit doors.

- If there are other cupboards, the top edge of the unit
door should be at the same height as the doors of the
neighbouring unit.

- The unit door must be flat and mounted without tension.

NOTICE

A heavy unit door may pose a risk of damage!

If the unit door is too heavy, damage to the hinges cannot

be ruled out, which may compromise functionality.

» Before fitting the unit door, ensure that the unit door
does not exceed the permissible weight.

Check the collision properties and correct accordingly:

» Determine the front thickness and edge radius.

» Read the limit range for the gap dimension from the table
Fig. 6 0.

» Compare the gap dimension to the values from the table.

» Perform one of the following actions according to the
evaluated gap dimension.

G > Liax If the gap dimension is greater than both
limit values, you do not have to make any
corrections.

G < Lmin If the gap dimension is below the limit

values, you must increase the gap dimen-
sion. Increasing the edge radius is another
option.

Lmin = G = Lax |If the gap dimension is between both limit
values, you must work precisely. Collisions

may occur quickly in these situations.

6 Transporting appliance

Note when transporting the appliance:
P Transport the appliance upright.
» Use two people to transport the appliance.

During first use:
» Transport the appliance packaged.

When transporting appliances after initial commissioning
(e. g. moving or cleaning):

» Empty the appliance.

P Secure the door against unintentional opening.

7 Unpacking the appliance

NOTICE

Risk of damage to the floor!

» Protect your floors by covering them before removing
packaging from the appliance.

Before you connect the appliance, report any damage imme-
diately to the delivery company.

» Check the appliance and the packaging for damage
during transport. Contact the supplier immediately if you
suspect any level of damage.

» Remove all materials from the back or the side walls
of the appliance that may prevent proper installation or
ventilation.

» Remove all protective films from the appliance. Do not
use sharp or pointed objects for this.

8 Disposing of packaging

A WARNING

Danger of suffocation due to packing material and plastic
film!
» Do not allow children to play with packing material.

Replacing the door hinge

The packaging is made of recyclable materials:
- corrugated board/cardboard
- expanded polystyrene parts
- polythene bags and sheets
- polypropylene straps
nailed wooden frame with polyethylene panel*

» Take the packaging material to an official collecting
point.

10.1 Tool

Make sure that the following tools are to hand:
Q Torx® 20

O Slotted screwdriver

[ Measuring tape

Q Pencil

Q Cord

Q Spirit level

Before installing the appliance in the niche, note the fixing
method:

Lateral fixing

Ceiling mounting

Substructure under a hard

worktop such as granite

No granite slab

The appliance is lower than the
worktop when the adjustable
feet are fully extended.

Appliance sits slightly
braced under worktop
when adjustable feet are
fully extended.

NOTICE

Risk of damage if the appliance is moved!

If you move the appliance, you may damage the floor or the

appliance's adjustable feet may break off.

Before moving:

P Screw in the levelling feet completely.

» Place a cardboard strip (e.g. packaging) with approx.
100 mm x 600 mm under each of the adjustable feet.

When moving:

» Move the appliance carefully.

» For uneven floors: Carefully lift the appliance.

After moving:

» Remove the cardboard strips.

10.2 Preparing the appliance

Before installing the appliance in a niche, make sure that
the following requirements are met:

@ The door hinge has been hung. You can only change the
door hinge from the outside of the niche because you
need enough space to do so.

» Plug the mains cable’s IEC socket completely into the
appliance plug on the back of the appliance.

» Ensure that the IEC socket is tight.

» Use a cord to lay the mains
plug to a freely accessible .
socket. &

D> If there is no unit side panel, orientate on the worktop.
For units with door stop parts (knobs, sealing lips, etc.):

P Subtract the installation dimension (depth of the door
stop parts) from the 41,5 mm insertion depth.

» Unscrew the levelling feet alternately to the maximum.
The maximum adjustment travel is 60 mm.

D> Appliance is aligned upright

> The appliance is slightly braced in the recess between
the floor and worktop.

12 Connecting the appliance to the
power supply

A WARNING

Danger of electric shock and injury due to damaged appli-

ance or damaged mains cable!

Danger of cuts and fatal injuries. If the appliance or the

mains cable is damaged during transport, you may be elec-

trocuted. You could also cut yourself on damaged parts of

the appliance housing.

» Check the appliance and the mains cable for damage
after transport.

» Never put the appliance into operation if the appliance or
the mains cable are damaged.

» Contact Customer Service.

You can connect your appliance to the mains using the
power cable supplied separately. The mains power cable
has an appliance coupler at one end and a mains plug at the
other end.

Make sure that the following requirements are fulfilled:
- The appliance and power cable are undamaged.

- The appliance is installed in accordance with the regula-
tions. (see 10 Recessed installation)

- Requirements for the electrical connection are met.
(see 2 Installation conditions)

- Dimensions for connection in accordance with regula-
tions are known and observed.

- Mains voltage and frequency correspond to the specifica-
tions on the type plate.

- The socket is earthed according to the regulations and
fused.

- The fuse tripping current is between 10 A and 16 A.

NOTICE

Danger of damage to incorrect operation!

Damage to the electrical components of the appliance.
» Only use the supplied mains cable.

A WARNING

Danger of fire due to incorrect connection!
Burns.

Damage to the appliance.

» Do not use an extension cable.

» Do not use distributor blocks.

NOTICE

» Do not connect the appliance to a stand-alone inverter,
e.g. solar power systems and petrol generators.
